
Appendix 8:  Political Activity 
 

Dave and Bertha Davini were very active in Republican Party politics.  Bertha was head of the 
Republican State Central Committee for Sonoma County, and both worked very hard to get 
candidates elected who were pro-business and believed in the private enterprise system.  The 
Davinis believed that only through private investment could a community truly grow and 
prosper.  They encouraged business of all kinds to invest in Cloverdale, including many that 
worked in direct competition with them.  They felt competition made people work harder and 
improve services to their customers in order to be successful. 
 

A. C. J. “Red” Tauzer  Letter– November 19, 1947.  Red Tauzer got the full support of Dave 
and Bertha Davini when he ran for political office.  Tauzer was an attorney from the law 
office that represented the City of Cloverdale. 

B. Senator Abshire Letter – November 12, 1958.  Senator Presley Abshire was very well 
respected in Sacramento and helped the Davinis secure support for many projects in the 
Sonoma County region, including Cloverdale.  The Davinis supplied Senator Abshire and 
other Republic candidates free commercial space for their campaign offices. 

C. Vice President Richard Nixon Letter – May 23, 1960.  The Davinis were active on behalf of 
several Republican Presidential candidates.  Among the campaigns the author remembers 
best were Dwight David Eisenhower (“I Like Ike”), Richard Nixon and Barry Goldwater.
